(north) was abstracted into a circular shape with wings, symbolizing a
future for the city that is dynamic and high-flying.
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City Tree: Cherry Blossom Tree
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Kita City Communication Logo
(Adopted on 3 April 1996)

The design incorporating cherry blossom petals and the initial “K”
from Kita represents “Kita City as a place of many flowers”.

The linked petals symbolize transportation networks, interpersonal
relationship and communications with the people who visit Kita City.
The blooming cherry blossoms also give are image of the breath of
spring and a new start, naissance = birth.
